3. Quilts may be dropped off at Assumption Arena, 4" and Spruce Street, from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm on the Thursday before the show.
4. If you are unable to drop your quilt off at the Arena, you may drop it off at the office of Keith Spencer, CPA, (346 Main Street) between
9 am and 12:00 pm or 1:00 pm and 5:00 pm on the Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday the week of the show.
5. Quilts will not be judged. The winners of each category will be Viewers’ Choice.
6. Voting will be completed by Saturday night of the show and ribbons will be displayed on the winning quilts on Sunday.
7. The Festival Committee will choose the “Best of Show” and “Best of Theme” quilts.
8.  Quilts may be picked up after the show between 5:00 and 5:30pm on Sunday at Assumption Arena.
9.  Any Quilts not picked up by 5:30pm on Sunday will be taken to Keith Spencer’s Office and may be picked up on Monday between 9:00 am

and 12 pm.
10. Chadron Festival of Quilts Committee reserves the right to assign entries to a more appropriate category.
11. A quilt is professionally machine quilted if it is quilted by someone who quilts for hire.
12. A quilt is non-professionally machine quilted if it is quilted by someone who does not quilt for hire.
